
What is the Supportive Housing 
Program? 

Homeless individuals 18 years and older 
with disabilit ies are assisted with 
counseling , rental leasing, and job 
searching skills to achieve permanent 
housing and self-sufficiency . 

The goa ls of the program are: 
•	 achieve residential stability 
•	 increase income and skill level 
•	 increase self-determination in 

having a greater influence over 
decisions affecting one's life 

Who is homeless? 
A homeless person is someone who 
would be living on the street or in an 
emergency shelter without the 
Supportive Housing Program (SHP) 
assistance or who is now living on the 
street or in an emergency shelter. 

A person is considered homeless if he 
or she is facing one of the following 
situations: 

•	 Is being discharged within a 
week from an institution, such 
as a mental health or 
substance abuse treatment 
facility or a jail/prison, in which 
the person has been a resident 
for more than 30 consecutive 
days and no subsequent 
residence has been identified 
and the person lacks the 
resources and support 
networks needed to obtain 
housing. 

•	 Is fleeing a domestic violence 
housing situation and no 
subsequent residence has been 
identified and the person lacks 
the resources and support 
networks needed to obtain 
housing. 

•	 In transitional or supportive 
housing for homeless persons 
who originally came from the 
streets or emergency shelters. 

•	 In an emergency shelter. 
•	 In places not meant for human 

habitation , such as cars, parks, 
sidewalks, abandoned buildinqs 
(or on the street). 

•	 In any of the above places but 
is spending a short time (up to 
30 consecutive days) in a 
hospital or other institution. 

The Supportive Housing Program is 
not designed for homeless prevention 
activities. 

Who is not homeless? 

A person is not homeless if he or she is 
facing one of the following situations: 

•	 In housing, even though they 
are pay ing an excessive 
amount for their housing, the 
housing is substandard and in 
need of repair, or the housing 
is crowded 

•	 Currently incarcerated and not 
to be released within one week 

•	 Living with relatives or friends 
•	 Livlnq in a Board and Care, 

Adult Congregate Living 
Facility, or similar place. 

•	 Being discharged from an 
institution which is required to 
provide or arrange housing 
upon release 

•	 Wards of the State, although 
youth in foster care may 
receive needed supportive 
services which supplements, 
but does not substitute for, the 
state's assistance . 

What types of disabilities are 
eligible for the program? 

• -At-ChroniC physical illness 
or disability 

•	 developmental disability 
•	 HIV/AIDS 
•	 serious mental illness 
•	 substance abuse disorder 

Referrals and ongoing case 
management are required for persons 
with substance abuse disorder, 
developmental disabilities, and/or 
serious mental illness. 

What is the maximum household 
income to qualify?
